Directions: After baking the cake, 
poke many holes in it with a the 
handle of a wooden spoon all 
over. Mix all the topping liquids 
together. Pour topping mixture 
over cake. (Try to pour into holes 
and not too much around the out-
side of the cake). Let mixture ab-
sorb completely in refrigerator. 
Several hours or overnight in 
fridge is good. Before serving 
cover with whipped cream or cool 
whip and sprinkle sweetened co-
conut over top of cake. 
OPTIONAL: Add macadamia nuts, 
almonds, candy sprinkles, cher-
ries and/or pineapple. 

Other options: You can add 1/2 
cup crushed almonds to the cake 
mixture before baking, then sliv-
ered almonds on top of the 
whipped cream and coconut. Su-
per!
